USS OZBOURN DD 846 AND USS CHANDLER DD 717 
COLLISON 

 On 1 October 1948, the USS Ozbourn departed San Diego 
for a West Pac cruise.  This proved to be a short tour of duty be-
cause on November 23, 1948, the USS Ozbourn DD 846 collided 
with the USS Chandler DD 717.   
 The crew was at general quarters during darkened ship opera-
tions when the collision occurred , resulting in the loss of two Oz-
bourn crew members.  The quick thinking and hard work of the 
damage control parties saved the ship. 
 The ship turned back from its West Pac cruise and returned 
to the Long Beach Naval Shipyard for replacement of the heavily 
damaged bow and for general repairs. 
 USS Ozbourn history and photos as seen on the Oz-
bourn’s Web page. 

The Ozbourn collided 
with the Chandler during 
night training operations on 
November 23, 1948.  

Most of the Ozbourn’s 
bow was sheared off dur-
ing the collision with the 
Chandler.
